CHAPTER Il

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

A. Research Design
A descriptive case study was used as a research design in this study.
Yin as cited in Hood (2009) stated, “A descriptive case study aims only to
present a detailed, contextualized picture of a particular phenomenon” (pp. 70-
71). This descriptive case study was conducted to describe EFL teachers’
perceptions on literary materials in English textbook released by the

Indonesian government.

B. Research Setting and Participants

This research was conducted at a senior high school in Tasikmalaya in
April 2019. The participants of this research were two male teachers who
taught English at that school. The first teacher has taught English since 2000,
and the second teacher has taught English since 2007. These teachers were
selected as the participants because they used the English textbook released by
the Indonesian government, they had considerable experience in English
teaching, and above all they were willing to be the participants of this

research.

C. Research Procedures
Firstly, the researcher gave an informed consent form (enclosed) to
two teachers of English at a senior high school in Tasikmalaya to confirm their

approval and willingness to become the participants of this research.



Secondly, she interviewed the participants one by one separately. In the
interview, she asked 7 questions (enclosed) to the participants about their
perceptions on literary materials in English textbook released by the
Indonesian government. The process of interview was recorded with an audio
recorder. Then, the audio recordings of interview were transcribed and

analysed thematically to answer the question of this research.

D. Data Collection

The data of this research were collected through interview. The type of
interview was a semi-structured interview. It was a type of interview with a set
of questions to guide the interview, but the researcher is free to follow up
responses to the questions (Grebenik & Moser as cited in Lowe, 2007, p. 81).
This type of interview was chosen in order to get the more detailed
information from the participants. The number of questions was 5 items
(enclosed). This interview was used to get the data about the teachers’
perceptions on literary materials in English textbook released by the

Indonesian government.

E. Data Analysis
The data of interview were analysed by using thematic analysis. The
phases of thematic analysis were familiarizing yourself with the data,
generating initial codes, searching for themes, reviewing themes, defining and
naming themes, and producing the report (Braun & Clarke, 2006, pp. 16-23).

The explanations of each phase are presented below:



1. Familiarizing yourself with your data
In this phase, the researcher read the interview transcripts repeatedly to
make her understand the data better.

2. Generating initial codes
In this phase, the data were coded into the teachers’ perceptions on literary

materials in teaching English.
