There are certain advantages to adopting novels as authentic texts to
create student-centred learning since novels include a story, characters, and setting
context, all of which contribute to the reader's engagement, regardless of specific
competence levels, grammatical charts, or writing exercises (Garies, 2009) Cited by
(Ghiabi, 2014). The study by Anindita (2020) found that most students prefer novels
as extensive reading practices since novels can make the readers more enjoyable,
straightforward content to understand, and increase knowledge related to other
cultures. In fact that extensive reading According to Day and Bamford (2002), cited
by Anindita (2020) in their principle, the aim of reading is typically related to
pleasure, information, and general understanding. Furthermore, she suggests that
future researchers who want to conduct additional research explore at the challenges
experienced by the extensive readers and solutions to overcome such problems.
Ghiabi (2014) showed that using novels as course material in English classes and
engaging in extensive reading favoured students in a study of 50 Iranian students. It
is possible to practice extensive reading with something that makes them interested
in reading (Ghiabi, 2014). Furthermore, this study will explore the problems that EFL
learners face when engaging in the novel-reading practice in extensive reading classes
and what are the solutions to these problems.

The use of novels in extensive reading activities encourages
positive attitudes and pleasure of extensive reading among students (Ghiabi, 2014).
Garies (2004) Cited by (Ghiabi, 2014), advises reading novels extensively for four
reasons: first, Linguistic Development: Novels are great for supporting isolated
abilities and skill integration due to their length and variety. Novels provide context
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and reform forms and structures to teach grammar in integrated and isolated curricula.
Second, cognitive reasons: Reading novels and applying their own thoughts and
feelings to them builds critical thinking skills. Third, motivation: utilizing novels as
course books made reading more pleasurable and varied. Fourth, cultural awareness:
Students can learn how the characters act, feel, and think.

This study will use a qualitative descriptive case study. For instance, Yin (2002), as
cited by Yazan (2015), defines case as "a contemporary phenomenon within its actual
world, particularly when the boundaries between a phenomenon and its context are
unclear and the researcher has little control over the phenomenon and context”. A case
study is an empirical investigation that investigate a contemporary phenomenon in
depth and within its real-world context, especially when the boundaries between
phenomenon and context are unclear (Yin, 2014). Furthermore, this study will explore
the problems that EFL learners face when engaging in the novel-reading practice in
extensive reading classes and what are the solutions to these problems. The
participants of this study are three college students from English Education
Department who have enrolled Extensive reading course in the second semester.
