Masalah lingkungan di masyarakat masih ditunjukkan oleh rendahnya kepedulian 

terhadap kebersihan, seperti membuang sampah sembarangan dan tidak menggunakan 

fasilitas sanitasi dengan baik. Hal ini menunjukkan adanya kesenjangan antara 

bagaimana masyarakat memandang lingkungan dan bagaimana mereka bertindak 

terhadapnya dalam kehidupan sehari-hari. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahuil 

pengaruh persepsi lingkungan terhadapl sikap pedulli lingkungan padal warga RTl 

l02/RWl 09, Kelurahanl lKahuripan, Kecamatanl lTawang, Kotal lTasikmalaya. Penelitian 

ini menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif dengan desain korelasional. Data 

dikumpulkan melalui kuesioner skala Likert yang telah diuji validitas dan 

reliabilitasnya, kemudian dianalisis menggunakan analisis deskriptif dan regresi linier 

sederhana. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa baik persepsi lingkungan maupun 

sikap kepedulian lingkungan berada pada kategori sedang, dengan skor rata-rata untuk 

persepsi lingkungan sebesar 24,30 dan untuk sikap kepedulian lingkungan sebesar 

73,28. Analisis regresi menunjukkan pengaruh signifikan persepsi lingkungan terhadap 

sikap kepedulian lingkungan (p < 0,001) dengan persamaan regresi Y = 46,052 + 

0,414X dan koefisien determinasi (R²) sebesar 0,231, yang berarti persepsi lingkungan 

berkontribusi sebesar 23,1% terhadap sikap kepedulian lingkungan. Kesimpulan 

menunjukkan bahwa persepsi lingkungan memiliki pengaruh signifikan terhadap sikap 

kepedulian lingkungan, namun pengaruh ini masih terbatas, sehingga perlu diperkuat 

melalui edukasi lingkungan, kebiasaan sosial, dan penyediaan infrastruktur lingkungan 

yang memadai.

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ABSTRACT

Environmental problems in the community are still indicated by low awareness of 

cleanliness, such as littering and not using sanitation facilities properly. This indicates 

a gap between how people view the environment and how they act towards it in their 

daily lives. This study aims to determine the influence of environmental perceptions 

on environmental care attitudes among residents of RT1 102/RW1 109, Kahuripan 

Village, Tawang District, Tasikmalaya City. This study uses a quantitative approach 

with a correlational design. Data were collected through a Likert scale questionnaire 

that has been tested for validity and reliability, then analyzed using descriptive analysis 

and simple linear regression. The results showed that both environmental perceptions 

and environmental care attitudes were in the moderate category, with an average score 

for environmental perception of 24.30 and for environmental care attitudes of 73.28. 

Regression analysis shows a significant influence of environmental perception on 

environmental awareness attitudes (p < 0.001) with a regression equation of Y = 46.052 

+ 0.414X and a coefficient of determination (R²) of 0.231, which means that 

environmental perception contributes 23.1% to environmental awareness attitudes. The 

conclusion shows that environmental perception has a significant influence on 

environmental awareness attitudes, but this influence is still limited, so it needs to be 

strengthened through environmental education, social habits, and the provision of 

adequate environmental infrastructure.
