ABSTRACT

Islamic boarding schools are one of the oldest educational institutions in Indonesia.
Apart from formal schools, Islamic boarding schools are generally chosen to be a
basis for strengthening religious knowledge, especially Islam. Islamic boarding
schools are institutions that are a manifestation of the development process of the
national education system with a more complete system for educating and learning
religious knowledge.

Ahmad Deni
Rustandi is the founder and leader of the Darussalam Islamic boarding school. The
development of the Darussalam Tasikmalaya Islamic boarding school has
experienced improvements starting from facilities and infrastructure, development of
educational levels, development of educational institutions, development of external
institutions, distribution of Darussalam Islamic boarding school alumni, the
establishment of the Darussalam 2 Afiah Islamic boarding school, and the learning
system in place.
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
