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The background of this research stems from the need to understand the
role of the Adiwiyata Program in fostering students’ environmentally caring
attitudes. The main objective of this study is to explore how the Adiwiyata
Program contributes to enhancing students’ environmental awareness. This
research uses a qualitative method, with data collected through observation,
interviews, literature review, and documentation. The subjects include key
informants such as the school principal and the Adiwiyata program coordinator
at MAN 2 Kota Tasikmalaya; main informants, including geography teachers,
biology teachers, and student council members; and additional informants,
namely the students themselves.The findings reveal that the Adiwiyata Program at
MAN 2 Kota Tasikmalaya is implemented through various school initiatives,
including reusing available land, planting greenery, recycling used goods, and
cultivating plants. The implementation also encourages students and teachers to
engage in environmental activities such as collective cleaning efforts, "Clean
Friday" programs, classroom cleaning duties, and bringing reusable food and
drink containers from home. The program cultivates students’ environmental
awareness through daily actions like maintaining classroom cleanliness, proper
waste disposal, caring for plants without damaging them, supporting green school
initiatives, and preserving school facilities and infrastructure.
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
