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This study aims to examine and analyze the influence of Debt to Equity Ratio, Return
on Assets, and Firm Size on Financial Distress in construction companies listed on the
Indonesia Stock Exchange during the 2019-2023 period. The research employs a
quantitative approach with a verificative type of study, and the sampling technique
used is purposive sampling. Data were collected through documentation studies,
literature reviews, and secondary data sources. The analytical tools used include panel
data regression and the coefficient of determination. The results of the study indicate
that the Debt to Equity Ratio has no significant effect on Financial Distress, whereas
Return on Assets and Firm Size have a positive influence on Financial Distress.
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
